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Use Case Specification:EDINA Use Case 

1. EDINA Use Case

1.1 Brief Description

User (staff / student) navigate around a European map to display and preview available geo-spatial datasets. On refining an Area of Interest they can choose to download specified datasets.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow 

User zooms or pans around a map of Europe to define an Area of Interest (AoI). Alternatively, user may use placename/postcode (where applicable) to zoom to AoI. User is then presented with a list of datasets for their defined AoI with choice of visualizing dataset by toggling their visual represenentation on/off. User may further pan/zoom to AoI or choose which datasets to download and/or to preview which datasets available for AoI. User is presented with choice of options for download – including data format, compression options, annotations (?) etc. User may bookmark extraction in order to come back later to retrieve results.

2.2 Alternative Flows

User may which to annotate their AoI e.g. with notes on reason for choosing AoI, date of initial enquiry, purpose of enquiry etc. User may additionally wish:

· to store annotation for later retrieval. 

· to flag annotation as ‘private’ making annotation invisible to other users

· to be able to view other non-private annotations for the present view

· be able to view AoIs of all their annotations

3. Special Requirements

Must demonstrate interoperability via OGC standards:

· WMS

· WFS

· WCS

· XIMA (annotation service)

Note that local metadata requirements will NOT be predicated upon OGC Catalogue Specification.

Basic security mechanisms (possibly simple IP checking).
